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Amos was a Black pioneer in Education. He
was the second Black teacher to teach in the
Redlands Unified School District
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He earned a masters degree at the University
of Redlands and PHD at Claremont University

He was highly involved in his community and

activist organizations. Dr. Amos ran for school

board several times, hoping to be the 1st Black
board member in the RUSD
